A stop over at Amaoti-3 Primary School was a definite highlight for the rest of the class.  88 Children in a classroom, one educator, 4 children to a desk, no glass in windows and definitely no air-conditioner.  How blessed are we at Wendon Academy!

We concluded our day at the Durban North babies home where 120 babies over the last 10 years from this facility have found loving homes.

This was an emotional but necessary outing that makes us all realise that our outreach endeavours are necessary at Wendon Academy, if only to touch the life of one child.
