After their tour and having seen the challenges so many people in our communities face, Minnie Mbambo: said, “Too often we take life for granted and turn little matters into big issues.” Nkanyiso Mkhize and Akhona Dubazane agreed , saying that “a lot of good comes when each person plays their part to solve the problems”. Ntuthuko Shabalala was “amazed at how the lives of people in the same city can be so different”, but Sarah Done was “excited to have seen how The Domino Foundation’s programmes all work together to make a difference in these people’s lives.”
