As the time comes for all our pupils to write either tests or examinations, they are challenged in areas of organizational skills and cognitive extension that will bring about stress and “chaos at home”.  We had a young man staying at school whose dream was to become an Engineer.  He wrote this on the black board one day.  “Being educated means having peace of mind and a key to success”.  So guys keep it up. 
This always has made me sit back and reflect on the school we have and how our teachers play such an important and vital role in the development of your child.

This is a school for children who experience learning difficulties.  A number of these children are also challenged emotionally and socially, displaying immaturity in these areas eg: aggression, dishonesty, poor communication, struggling with critical thinking, inability to solve problems, lack of insight, school refusal, low self-esteem and sometimes depression.  Physical problems eg:  poor co-ordination, epilepsy, asthma and allergies also complicate the daily lives of our children.  Adding to some of the above, hyperactivity and short attention span, coupled with a lack of memory, makes teaching our children quite a challenge each day.

Parents, our teachers deserve gold medals and I am extremely proud to have each and every one of them on our staff.  Our backup team in secretaries, “Chief” in the workshop, Mrs B our facilitator in Grade 6 and 7 and never forgetting our caretakers whose endless endeavours make each school day a learning experience which is the key to the success of our children.

How many times do I hear the teachers persevering in the classroom and succeeding in helping a child grasp a concept?  Our teachers give of themselves physically on the sports field and mentally in the classroom.  Added to this unselfish “giving” emotionally, they are always at the forefront to etch a plausible and positive engraving on your child’s capabilities.  All our children need to grow up believing that they are heading for an achievable goal that is within their capabilities.
